Since Jesus and his wife Carmelina moved to Tacoma in 
2016 to partner with Calvary Baptist Church in planting a 
Spanish-speaking congregation, their ministry has 
blossomed. They have been sharing the Gospel with the 
surrounding community. They are serving as the hands and 
feet of Christ through medical translation, marriage 
counseling, supporting the youth, providing food, praying, 
and whatever other opportunities that arise.
